Types of Films: 
Upon turning onto the property, it is evident just how 

versatile this location can be. Parking will be no problem, as 
the property and road leading to it has plenty of room for cars.  

The main structure contains rooms plentiful and versatile 
enough to house a family for a coming of age or melodrama. 
The rooms are already heavily decorated, many in a playful, 
whimsical way. A playroom and young female bedroom make 
this especially useful for a story containing children. Use of 
the on-site playset, though overgrown, should not be 
overlooked. String lights on the property could be turned on 
during nighttime exterior scenes. 

 The barn/silo are conducive to a horror film. 
Torture rooms could be created out of the space and contents 
of the barn, where dramatic lighting could easily be achieved. 

 The fields are suitable for war battles or a 
Western. One outdoor porch could be decorated to resemble a 
Southern porch from the Civil War time period. A small waterfall 
could be the set for an adventure or tropical location scene.
